On August 14, 2008 the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act of 2008 (CPSIA) was signed into law.  This Law changes the requirements associated with consumer products and with children’s products in particular.  The Consumers Product Safety Commission (CPSC) defines a “children’s product” as “a consumer product designed or intended primarily for children 12 years of age or younger”. At this time, ordinary books that are intended for children, as defined by the Commission, are subject to the requirements of this Act.

Thomson-Shore does manufacture books that fall within the definition of the “children’s product”, as defined by the CPSC.  There are requirements within this act that are associated with the products supplied to Thomson-Shore from you.  This requirement is listed below.

As a supplier to Thomson-Shore, Inc., of the material/components listed below we expect your conformity to the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act of 2008. Please provide us with compliance certification to the CPSIA that the lead and phthalate content of their products are well within the requirements of the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act (CPSIA) 2008 section 14(g) of the 15 U.S.C. 2063(g) for the components or material listed below (MSDSs do not provide the necessary data needed for compliance with the limits.).

· Spot or PMS Inks

· Saddle stitching wire 

· Non-animal based glues that are accessible (N/A)

· Metal coils both coated and uncoated for coil bound material 
· Foils used in foil stamping

· Plastic coils for coil bound materials 
· Laminates

· UV Inks

In addition to the above requirement, we want to share our understanding of the timetable requirements of this Act to assist you in your compliance to the CPSIA of 2008.

	300 ppm – children’s products may not contain more than 300 ppm of lead.  (These limits also apply to products manufactured before February 10, 2009)
	August 14, 2009. Testing and Certification Required, February 10, 2011

	Permanent ban: Phthalates concentration is 0.1% of; di-(2-ethylhxyl) phthalate (DEHP, dibutyl phthalate (DBP), or benzyl buty1 phthalate (BBP).  This limit does not apply to products manufactured before February 10, 2009.
	February 10, 2009 ; Testing and Certification Required February 10, 2011.

	Interim prohibition: Phthalates concentration on children’s toys that can be placed in a child’s mouth or child care articles of no more than 0.1% applies to diisononyl phthalate (DINP), Diisodecyl phthalate (DIDP0, or di-n-octyl phthalate (DnOP).  (This limit does not applie to products manufactured before February 10, 2009)

On Friday, December 18, 2009 the Consumers Product Safety Commission voted to extend the stay for an additional year on testing for total lead content as required by the CPSIA. The total lead and phthalates content limits still must be met, but the testing and certification requirements in the act are postponed until February 10, 2011.
